Sober Brother and Party Monitor Plans
Sober Brother
Participants:
All brothers are required to participate in the Sober Brother Program as many times determined to be equal by the Risk Manager. 

The participation times will be on dates pre-arranged and agreed upon by the brother and the chapters Risk Manager.

Obligations: 

Sober Brothers are required to be completely sober the day that they are scheduled to be sober. Also, all brothers are required to take calls from and drive brothers and pledges home until 2 am on the night they are scheduled to be sober.
Sober Brothers are only obligated to drive brothers or pledges, and only to drive them to the intoxicated member’s place of residence. 

Sober Brothers are required to take all calls by brothers from 9pm-2am. The last person that they are obligated to pick up will have called them for a pick up at or before 2 am (this may mean that sober brothers will have to pick members up after 2 am).

If a Sober cannot meet their obligations on a date that they are suppose to be sober, they are required to find a replacement by at least one week prior to when they are suppose to be sober. They are also required to notify the Risk Manager and the rest of the brotherhood (by email and by switching the names on the monthly calendar found in the house) immediately upon finding a substitute. 

All brothers are obligated to report failures of Sober Brothers, to meet their obligations, to the current Risk Manager and head of the Kai Committee (the current vice-president). 

Party Monitors

Participants:

All brothers who do not have a license or access to a car must be a party monitor.
Obligations: 

Each brother is signed up for a specific weekend as noted on the calendar.

On their weekend they are to stay sober until at least 10:30 pm.  If they have not been notified about a party by that time then they are free for the rest of that night (not the entire weekend).  If you are called you must go to that party and complete your party monitor duties.

As a monitor it does not need to be the risk manager that contacts you, it may be any brother having a party that night.  
Party monitors are obligated to stay sober at a party until 2am. Party monitors are responsible for making sure the party runs smoothly, and making sure everyone gets home safely (you may be forced to call a cab for non-brothers).
