Academic Rating Scale:
Good
- Two Semester Rolling GPA of 3.0 or above
Probationary I
	- Two Semester Rolling GPA of 2.70 to 2.99
Probationary II
- Two Semester Rolling GPA of 2.25 to 2.69
Suspension
· Two Semester Rolling GPA below 2.25

Sanctions:
1. Good
a. No sanctions or extra duties for anyone in Good academic standing.
2. Probationary I
a. Will meet with the Kαi Committee (within the first two weeks of a semester) to determine if any further actions need to be taken.
b. Also within the first two weeks of a semester, regardless of what the Kαi Committee decides, a meeting must be set up between the member and the Scholarship Chairman to outline a plan to ensure that individual’s academic success for the upcoming semester.
3. Probationary II
a. All members classifying as Probationary II will adhere to all sanctions outlined in Probationary I.
b. Must submit a list of all exam dates to the scholarship chairman by the end of the second week of the semester.
c. Must meet with EACH professor a minimum of three times during the semester and fill out a meeting report to be submitted to the scholarship chairman (one meeting must be in the first eight weeks of the semester and one in the final eight weeks of the semester).
d. Must fill out a progress report for each class halfway (by the end of the eighth week) through the semester and submit each to the Scholarship Chairman.
e. Members classified as Probationary II are restricted from running for executive board positions.
4. Suspension
a. A two semester rolling GPA below 2.25 will result in your membership in Beta Theta Pi being called into question.
b. All members classifying as Suspension will adhere to all sanctions outlined in Probationary II.
c. Members classified as Suspension are restricted from being appointed to cabinet positions.
d. Automatic loss of vote and IM Sports plus be put on Social Probation.
